Getting Ready for Your First SCA Event!

The best, most exciting t hdicreafjon argamipation where peSpeat- i s t
tempt to research and re-create aspects of daily life in the middle ages. We try to eat medieval food,

make medieval crafts, watch or participate in medieval tournaments and behave like medieval peo-

ple. Unlike a Renaissance Faire, where you pay a fee to come in and be entertained, the SCA is a full
immersion experience!

But what will | wear?

Since everyone at an SCA event is both audience AND actor, we do things a little differently. First,
we require that everyone attending an SCA event wear their best attempt at pre-17h century cloth-

ing (which we refer to as o0garbo6). This can be a
one of Queen Elizabeth I 38ds gowns. Dondt panic i
expect you to be an expert or have a wardrobe fi
ate, contact our Baroni al Hospitaller, Lady Ysab
somet hing to wear. Most | ocal groups have a col

available for new people to borrow. Lady Ysabeau will find something for you in your size and help
you put together an outfit to wear to the event.

If you would rather make your own costume, good for you! There are plenty of simple patterns
and/or instructions you can use.

Remember, all that is required is an attempt to
Many people in the SCA find that they really are
never make or wear anything other than simple tunics, even after participating in the SCA for 20

years or more. Other people find that they are really interested in medieval clothing and might be

wearing extravagant costumes after only a few months in the SCA. As long as you make an at-
tempt, itodos alll up to you!

Medieval people didn't have pockets or purses like we do today, so you may want to get or borrow
a drawstring pouch or basket to put your stuff in. Medieval people also liked accessories just as
much as modern people do, so donot feel that you
add some accessories and jewelry, just be aware that some accessories and jewelry have specific
meanings in the SCA. You will want to avoid wearing these items until you have earned the right to.
The most obvious thing is crowns, tiaras, and metal circlets d the people who wear such things at
SCA events hold specific ranks in the SCA. The same goes for anything with a laurel wreath on it
(or a laurel wreath in your hair), anything with a wreath of roses on it, anything with a pelican on it,
plain gold or silver chains (a heavy chain with nothing hanging from it), spurs, or white belts or
sashes. In our kingdom, plain red belts, yellow belts and green belts are also reserved for specific
people, but anyone can wear a black, brown, blue, purple, gold or silver belt.

What will | eat?

Most events have a feast, which is available for a separate charge in addition to the site fee. Very of-
ten in our kingdom the fee you pay for feast will also include breakfast and/or lunch 8 so you eat all
day for one |l ow price! The feast i1itself is se
meal for a limited number of people ds o0 i t 6 s a g-oegister fordhe event so thgi yoe can
be sure to get a spot at feast!

Forget your modern ideas of what a formal meal is like! A medieval feast usually includes a lot of
food served in a series of courses or removes. Some of the dishes served at feast will be almost iden-
tical to things people commonly eat today, and some of the dishes will be very unfamiliar d but most
are delicious. The menu and ingredients list for the feast is always published well ahead of time so
that you know what is being served. If you have any allergies or dietary concerns, check with the
feast steward before the event.

|l f you purchase feast you wil/ be expected to

What will | do all day?

There are a lot of things to do at SCA events. Some activities require special equipment and authori-
zation to participate in, but are a | ot of fun
process where you demonstrate to the referees,
are not going to hurt yourself or others with your equipment.) Activities that require authorization

but are fun to watch are the heavy weapons tournament, the rapier tournament, and the youth com-
bat. The heavy weapons tournament is where competitors use rattan weapons and real armor to
imitate medieval combat. Rapier combat is where competitors use blunt steel weapons used in

some kinds of fencing to imitate the street fighting of the renaissance. Youth combatants used pad-
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ded weapons and | ight armor to imitate medieval
there will also be owar practiceso for heavy wea

fighters will practice skills used in group combat such as you might have seen in a medieval war.



Combat archers will participate in these practices as well. Combat archers wear armor like the
heavy weapons fighters and shoot special, padded arrows that are designed for use in these
owarfared scenari os. Combat archery also requirtr

participate in, no authorization required! Target archery is available for anyone who wants to give it

atry. There is always at least one experienced archer, called the archery marshal, running the target
archery at an event. He or she will have bows and arrows that you can borrow and will explain the
rules of the range to you. I f you dondt know ho
you are interested in trying target archery, just go to the archery range and let someone know that

you are new to the SCA but want to give this a try. They will introduce you to the person running

the range and help you get started.

Going to your first few SCA events can be scary because everyone there seems to know each other
and you dondét really know anyone. The more e
ple youdll get to know, but how do you get th

SCA people are very friendly, but they are also very polite. If they see you sitting quietly by your-
self, they may think that you *want* to sit quietly by yourself for a while. Usually it will be up to
you to make the first move. There are several ways to do that:

The easiest thing to do is to find someone you do know and ask if you can tag along with them
throughout the day. This can be someone from your local group, the local or event Hospitaller (a

speci al SCA officer who acts as a sort of 0We
the Baron and/or Baroness from your (or any!) area. All of these people are good choices and will
generally go out of their way to introduce yo
make sure that you have a good ti me. You don

You can use them as a sort of ohome based tha
out on your own to try your hand at various activities.

Another easy way to break the ice is to volunteer! Events are a lot of work and take many people in
order to get the work done and keep the event running smoothly for everyone. Everyone working

at an event is a volunteer, from the person in charge to the person who decides to help out by
sweeping the floor of the feast hall. When you volunteer a little of your time (even just an hour!)

started this way. So what can you volunteer to do? If you like to cook, ask if the kitchen staff needs
any help. They work hard in the kitchen from Friday night straight through to Saturday night and
can al most always use an extra hand or two.

of the kitchen crew (they are always lots of fun to be around!), offer to wash dishes for an hour or
two. Any time there is a lot of cooking to be done there are also a lot of dishes to be washed! If you
want to do something to help out, but would rather stay near the tournaments, volunteer to help the
Water Bearers. These volunteers circulate among the fighters and the spectators making sure that
everyone drinks enough water and has access to some snacks to so that no one gets dehydrated or
sick. There are | ots of other jobs at event
immediately, ask someone to help you find the Autocrat (the person in charge of supervising the en-
tire event). The Autocrat almost always knows who on their staff could use some extra hands.
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SCA people love to talk about what interests them. Another good way to break the ice is to ap-
proach someone who is working on an interesting project, is wearing something you would like to
know more about, or is doing something you find interesting and ask them about it. Most people

The Gate staff will take the top two copies of
the forms and hand you the bottom two copies.

As you leave the Gate, you will enter the event site proper. The next stop you will make is called

Being a good guestd the goal of the SCA is to always leave a site cleaner than it was when we arrived. No

one on the event staff enjoys having to walk around picking up garbage left behind, so be sure to properly

di spose of trash, cigarette butts, bottle caps and s
best to plan on taking all the empty bottles (and bottle caps or corks) off site with you, rather than putting

them into the trash. Many of the sites we rent for SCA events do not generally allow any alcohol on site

when they have their nor mal childrenf6s and youth cam
able amounts of alcohol with them, but a young camper should NEVER find a stray beer bottle in the trash.

Bring a bag and take all those kinds of trash home with you!

Smoking & Trimaris Kingdom Law prohibits smoking during Court, during meetings and during feast. We

also ask that you not smoke inside any buildings and that you move away from activities, such as the fighting

field, when you need to smoke. Kingdom Law also requires that smokers be responsible for the proper dis-

posal of their cigarette butts, which may mean keeping them and throwing them away later if there is no ap-
propriate place to dispose of them nearby.
